Data derived from the Wharton Visitor and Vehicle Use Survey was used to
determine where visitors enjoy driving within the forest. The orange shaded 10-acre
sections show a count of how many respondents identified that area as an enjoyable
area to drive or a preferred route. Visitors are most interested in driving within
the darkest orange areas with less interest in the lighter shades.
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Significant number of survey respondents
indicated they visit Wharton for scenic driving,
followed by other expected uses.
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Numbers in parentheses indicate the number of times this activity was selected.
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« 52,000 acres were highlighted by
survey respondents on average.

« Smaller areas of concern were easier to interpret.

Key Vehicle Use Findings

- Most popular driving area
identified from the data
received was Atsion through
Quaker Bridge to Batsto.

« Other less popular driving
areas were also identified.

« Areas of known illegal
off-road vehicle activity were
not identified as important
